' Welcome to Grace Lutheran Church! We give thanks that our gracious

I Lord Jesus Christ has gathered us together here for his Divine Service. Today

S—ry ) — again our Lord comes to serve us and lavish us with his gifts of life,
forgiveness, and salvation. Rejoicing in those wonderful gifts, we sing with
David in Psalm 84: “How lovely is your dwelling place, O LORD of hosts! A
day in your courts is better than a thousand elsewhere.”

In our readings today: In faith and the fear of God, Abraham prepared to sacrifice his beloved son,
Isaac. At the Word of the Lord, he “took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it on Isaac his son.” And
“when they came to the place of which God had told him,” Abraham bound Isaac “and laid him on the
altar” (Gen. 22:6, 9). Then God stayed Abraham’s hand and provided “for himself the lamb for a burnt
offering” (Gen. 22:8). That Lamb is God’s own beloved Son, Jesus, in whom “all the nations of the
earth” are blessed (Gen. 22:18). As the Substitute for all the sons of men, Jesus is driven by the Spirit
‘into the wilderness” to be “tempted by Satan” (Mark 1:12-13) in order to endure and defeat all
temptation. We are tempted by our own desire, which conceives and “gives birth to sin” (James 1:14—
15). But this blessed Man, Christ Jesus, remained “steadfast under trial,” and He has received ‘the
crown of life, which God has promised to those who love him” (James 1:12). His faithfulness, His
victory and His life are now given to us by His grace in the Gospel.

Holy Communion is a sacred gift from Christ to His Church. In this meal, He gives His true body
and blood under bread and wine into our mouths in order to forgive our sins and strengthen
our union with Him and with one another (Matthew 26:26-28; 1 Corinthians 10:16-17). Christians
receive this Sacrament trusting Jesus’ own words, repenting of all their sin, and confessing the
faith taught in Holy Scripture together in unity (Matthew 5:23-24; Acts 2:42; 1 Corinthians 11:17-
26). For this reason, and because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood
unworthily do so to their great harm (1 Corinthians 11:27-34), we ask that those who have not
yet been instructed and those who are not members of a congregation in fellowship with the
Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod to speak with the pastor before receiving Holy Communion.

Old Testament Reading Genesis 22:1-18

(P) Today’s Old Testament reading is from Genesis, the twenty-second chapter

1After these things God tested Abraham and said to him, “Abraham!” And he said,
“Here am |.” 2He said, “Take your son, your only son Isaac, whom you love, and go to the
land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt offering on one of the mountains of which |
shall tell you.” 3So Abraham rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two
of his young men with him, and his son Isaac. And he cut the wood for the burnt offering
and arose and went to the place of which God had told him. “On the third day Abraham
lifted up his eyes and saw the place from afar. 5Then Abraham said to his young men,
“Stay here with the donkey; | and the boy will go over there and worship and come again
to you.” 6And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it on Isaac his son.
And he took in his hand the fire and the knife. So they went both of them together. “And
Isaac said to his father Abraham, “My father!” And he said, “Here am I, my son.” He said,
“Behold, the fire and the wood, but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?” 8Abraham
said, “God will provide for himself the lamb for a burnt offering, my son.” So they went
both of them together.

*When they came to the place of which God had told him, Abraham built the altar there
and laid the wood in order and bound Isaac his son and laid him on the altar, on top of
the wood. 1°Then Abraham reached out his hand and took the knife to slaughter his son.
11But the angel of the LORD called to him from heaven and said, “Abraham, Abraham!”
And he said, “Here am |.” 12He said, “Do not lay your hand on the boy or do anything to
him, for now | know that you fear God, seeing you have not withheld your son, your only
son, from me.” 23And Abraham lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, behind him was
a ram, caught in a thicket by his horns. And Abraham went and took the ram and offered
it up as a burnt offering instead of his son. **So Abraham called the name of that place,
“The LorD will provide”; as it is said to this day, “On the mount of the LORD it shall be
provided.”

15And the angel of the LORD called to Abraham a second time from heaven 16and said,
“By myself | have sworn, declares the LORD, because you have done this and have not
withheld your son, your only son, 7l will surely bless you, and | will surely multiply your
offspring as the stars of heaven and as the sand that is on the seashore.

Ongoing Worship Services at Grace

At their February meeting, the Board of Elders set Sunday, March 7, as the target date to begin
the transition back to one worship service at 10:00 AM on Sunday mornings. Here are some
important details:

Appropriate distancing will be maintained by making use of our entire facility. In addition to
continuing the practice of roping off pews in the sanctuary, the balcony and parish hall will
both be available. Some chairs will be set up ahead of time in the parish hall in those
places that allow for the best view of the sanctuary, but you may also choose to use the
rest of the parish hall to sit farther away, according to your preference. You will still be able
to hear, receive the Lord's Body and Blood, and be together with your brothers and sisters,
even at a distance.

When you arrive at church, please go in an expedient manner to your seat and remain
there, as much as you are able. Similarly, when you leave, please avoid lingering in the
narthex and other common areas as much as possible.

Please continue to wear a mask or face-covering to worship and throughout as much of
your time at worship as possible, both in accordance with the ordinances from our leaders
and especially out of our love for each other as fellow Christians, knowing that others may
have greater risk or concern.

e The online signup will be gradually phased out. For the first week, however, it will be
especially helpful for you to sign up in advance if you are planning to come in order to allow
for better advance preparations of the physical set up.

e For the time being, family Sunday school will continue to be offered after worship in order to
continue to allow for appropriate distancing, both in Sunday school and as people are
coming and going to and from worship.

Please note that this plan is subject to change based on the continuing conditions of the
pandemic and feedback from you. We welcome your questions, comments, and concerns as
preparations are made to return to one worship service; please be in touch with any member of
the Board of Elders or with Pastor Appel. We ask for your patience and prayers as we move once
again to worshiping all together as a congregation.
