Lord Jesus Christ has gathered us together here for his Divine Service.
Today again our Lord comes to serve us and lavish us with his gifts of life,
forgiveness, and salvation. Rejoicing in those wonderful gifts, we sing with
David in Psalm 84: “How lovely is your dwelling place, O LORD of hosts! A
day in your courts is better than a thousand elsewhere.”

In our readings today: The Lord Jesus is “the good shepherd” who “lays down his life for the sheep”
(John 10:11). His life is not taken from Him, but He lays it down willingly, of His own accord, because He
knows and loves the sheep. As the One sent by the Father, He has the “authority to lay it down” and the
“authority to take it up again” (John 10:18). So has He done, and now He continues to love and serve as
the Good Shepherd of the sheep by the voice of His Gospel. He thus calls all people into the fold of His
Church, so that there may be “one flock, one shepherd” (John 10:16). That is why the apostles “were
teaching the people and proclaiming in Jesus the resurrection from the dead” (Acts 4:2). Since “there is
salvation in no one else,” His voice rings out to this day through the preaching of His name, “for there is
no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved” (Acts 4:12). His voice
comforts our hearts against all condemnation and gives us courage to “love one another” and “to lay
down our lives for the brothers,” as He laid down His life for us (1 John 3:16, 23)

Holy Communion is a sacred gift from Christ to His Church. In this meal, He gives His true body
and blood under bread and wine into our mouths in order to forgive our sins and strengthen our
union with Him and with one another (Matthew 26:26-28; 1 Corinthians 10:16-17). Christians
receive this Sacrament trusting Jesus’ own words, repenting of all their sin, and confessing the
faith taught in Holy Scripture together in unity (Matthew 5:23-24; Acts 2:42; 1 Corinthians 11:17-
26). For this reason, and because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily
do so to their great harm (1 Corinthians 11:27-34), we ask that those who have not yet been
instructed and those who are not members of a congregation in fellowship with the Lutheran
Church—Missouri Synod to speak with the pastor before receiving Holy Communion.

O Lord, our creator, redeemer, and comforter, as we come together to worship You in spirit and in truth,
we humbly pray that You would open our hearts to the preaching of Your Word so that we may repent of
our sins, believe in Jesus Christ as our only Savior, and grow in grace and holiness.

Exchange of Peace

By the second century, it was common for Christians to follow St. Paul’s encouragement to “greet one
another with a holy kiss” (Romans 16:16; 1 Corinthians 16:20; 2 Corinthians 13:12) during the Church’s
worship. Though the place in the worship service and the manner of this greeting have changed
throughout the Church’s history, it has always served as a sign of reconciliation and of the unity of the
Spirit in the bond of peace (Matthew 5:22-24; Ephesians 4:2-3). It's more than a simple “holy howdy” or
a warm greeting to one another. Instead, it's an extension of the reconciliation and forgiveness that
Jesus has accomplished for us. We greet one another in the name of the Lord, saying, “Peace be with

you.
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Invocation (God has given us our beginning in Baptism, so the Divine Service begins in His Name.)
The sign of the cross may be made by all in remembrance of their Baptism.

(P) In the name of the Father and of the -} Son and of the Holy Spirit.
Amen.

Confession: (We cannot come into the presence of our holy God on our own. We recognize our
sinfulness and plead for mercy on account of Christ.)

P If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.

But if we confess our sins, God, who is faithful and just, will forgive our sins and
cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

Silence for reflection on God's Word and for self-examination.

(P) Let us then confess our sins to God our Father.

Most merciful God, we confess that we are by nature sinful and unclean. We have
sinned against You in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done and by what
we have left undone. We have not loved You with our whole heart; we have not loved
our neighbors as ourselves. We justly deserve Your present and eternal punishment.
For the sake of Your Son, Jesus Christ, have mercy on us. Forgive us, renew us, and
lead us, so that we may delight in Your will and walk in Your ways to the glory of
Your holy name. Amen.



Absolution: (God speaks His words of forgiveness to us through His servant, the pastor.)
