In our readings today: In his anguish and affliction, Job must be reminded that, as a finite creature, he
is in no position to question the Maker of the heavens and the earth. Job’s “words without knowledge”
are unable to penetrate the wisdom of the Lord (Job 38:1-2). For the Lord has “prescribed limits” and
“set bars and doors,” so that “here shall your proud waves be stayed” (Job 38:9-11). That’'s how He
humbles us unto repentance. But also by His powerful Word, He calms the “great windstorm” and the
waves “breaking into the boat.” He does not permit the chaos of this fallen world to overwhelm us or
bring us to despair. By the Word of His Gospel, He speaks “Peace!” to us, which bestows the “great
calm” of His new creation (Mark 4:37-39). Therefore, do not be afraid, and do not receive this grace of
God in vain. “Now is the favorable time,” and “now is the day of salvation” (2 Cor. 6:1-2).

Holy Communion is a sacred gift from Christ to His Church. In this meal, He gives His true body
and blood under bread and wine into our mouths in order to forgive our sins and strengthen our
union with Him and with one another (Matthew 26:26-28; 1 Corinthians 10:16-17). Christians
receive this Sacrament trusting Jesus’ own words, repenting of all their sin, and confessing the
faith taught in Holy Scripture together in unity (Matthew 5:23-24; Acts 2:42; 1 Corinthians 11:17-
26). For this reason, and because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily
do so to their great harm (1 Corinthians 11:27-34), we ask that those who have not yet been
instructed and those who are not members of a congregation in fellowship with the Lutheran
Church—Missouri Synod to speak with the pastor before receiving Holy Communion.
